Policy concerning the age requirements for 

Micah 6 Food Pantry Volunteers

January 2005

Due to liability and safety issues persons under 18 years (the legal adult age) shall not work as a Safety Volunteer.  For those under 18 years there are policy provisions stated below for other volunteer work in the immediate area of the Pantry. 


1. A teenager, 16 years and older, may volunteer to work directly in the Pantry with their parent’s written permission (signed Micah 6 Form) or whenever their parent is present, is working side by side with them and verbally acknowledges personal responsibility for them.  

2. A child 12 to 16 years may do volunteer work in the immediate Pantry area when it is not open and serving recipients.  They must have their parent’s written permission (signed Micah 6 Form) and a responsible adult must be directly supervising their activity.  Otherwise either their parent or a parent approved guardian person must be present, be working side by side with them and verbally acknowledging personal responsibility for them.

3. A child under 15 years shall not participate under any circumstances in the busy stocking activity immediately prior to a Pantry opening.    

Rationale:  When the Pantry is open there is a lot of activity and people traffic in a relatively small space and consequently the risks are increased. During the stocking process just prior to opening there also is much activity in a relatively small space and the risks of injury to a child are high (potential for falling items, heavy boxes and canned goods, and lots of adults working in a small space).
