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Texas Law Concerning Volunteers Working in a Charitable Organization

1. “…. a volunteer of a charitable organization is immune from civil liability…..”  See CPRC 84.004 (a), page 4

2. “A volunteer of a charitable organization is liable to a person for death, damage, or injury to the person or his property proximately caused by any act or omission arising from the operation or use of any motor-driven equipment….” See CPRC 84.004 (d), page 5

3. “The provisions of this section apply only to the liability of volunteers and do not apply to the liability of the organization for acts or omissions of volunteers.” See CPRC 84.004 (e), page 5
