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By creating a nonprofit corporation with a Board of Directors the membership of the Micah 6 Churches are relieved of both the management and liability responsibilities inherent in the operation of the Food Pantry and other corporation ministries that may be undertaken.  Consequently the Micah 6 Corporation has to provide its own insurance coverage.  There are three types.

1. Property and General Liability.

This insurance covers damage to the site leased from UBC, damage or theft of Micah 6 property and *bodily injury.  

2. Directors and Officers (of the Board) Liability.

Members of the Board of Directors are indemnified individually and the Corporation is insured as the responsible entity.

3. Hired/Non-Owned Vehicle.

Although the personal owners and drivers of the vehicles who volunteer to pick up items from the Capitol Area Food Bank must have Auto Liability Insurance (State of Texas requirement), the Micah 6 Corporation is carrying additional insurance to protect the liability of the Corporation.

Beginning in 2005 the Corporation will require all Micah 6 volunteers to sign a “Release Agreement”.  In so doing each person will acknowledge and thereby accept some personal risk inherent in doing Micah 6 volunteer work.  Also they will be stating that they will hold Micah 6 “harmless”.  This is primarily significant because if a liability claim or controversy arises the Release Agreement states that such shall be resolved by a mediation proceeding.


* Applies to visitors and recipients only.  It is assumed and expected that Micah 6 Volunteers shall have personal health & medical insurance.
